In 1997, the Farragut High School Symphonic Band became the first band (and remains one of only three bands) 
from the state of Tennessee selected to perform at the prestigious Bands of America National Concert Festival.

He was selected teacher of 
the year for Farragut High School in 1992-93 and was a guest clinician for the Tennessee Governor's School for t he 
Performing Arts Wind Ensemble during the summer of 1993.  Mr. Rogers has twice been the recipient of the 
National Band Association's Citation of Excellence (1994 and 1997).  From 1994 to 1996, Mr. Rogers has served as 
the Tennessee State Chair for the National Band Association.  Mr. Rogers is an elected member of Phi Beta Mu and 
has served as president of the Tennessee chapter.

Colonel Arnald D. Gabriel retired from the United States Air Force Band, Symphony Orchestra, and Singing Sergeants as 
Commander/Conductor after a distinguished 37-year military career. Following his retirement, he was named Conductor Emeritus of 
the USAF Band with the Rehearsal Hall/recording studio named in his honor. He was awarded his third LEGION OF MERIT for his 
service to the United States and to to music education upon his retirement. 
 
As a conductor, Colonel Gabriel has appeared with bands, major orchestras in all 50 states, and in more than 50 countries abroad. 
He also has conducted the Mormon Tabernacle Choir. His 37-year military career began with his service in World War II when he 
served as a combat machine gunner with the United States Army's famed 29th Infantry Division in Europe where he received two 
Bronze Star medals, the Combat Infantry Badge, and the French Croix de Guerre. Following his separation from the Army in 1946, 
Colonel Gabriel enrolled in Ithaca College, New York, where he earned the BS (1950), MS (1953), Honorary Doctor of Music (1989), 
and the Lifetime Achievement Award (1997).  
 
Following his retirement from the military, Colonel Gabriel served on the faculty of George Mason University in Fairfax, Virginia 
(1985-1995) where he served as Chairman of the Department of Music, conductor of the university orchestra, and was named 
Professor Emeritus. 
 
Colonel Gabriel is the youngest person to have been inducted into the National Band Association Hall of Fame for Distinguished

recordings have been broadcast on National Public Radio in the U.S., as well as radio programs in Asia, Australia, and several 
European countries. 

Mr. Keene is a Past-President of the prestigious American Bandmasters Association, having also served as Chairman of the Board of 
Directors. He is a Past-President of the National Band Association, having previously served in several other NBA offices, and is a 
Past-President of The Big Ten Band Directors Association. For several years he served as chairman of the ABA/Ostwald Composition 
Contest, and is currently a member of the Editorial Band of The Journal of Band Research. In addition to membership in several 
professional and honorary societies, Mr. Keene is an Evans Scholar, Past-President of the Champaign Rotary Club, and a Paul Harris 
Fellow of the Rotary International Foundation. In 1993 Professor Keene was named as an honorary member of the Board of 
Directors of the International Percy Grainger Society in recognition of his devotion to the music of Grainger; he also serves on the 
Board of Directors of the John Philip Sousa Foundation and the historic Goldman Memorial Band of New York City. Previous to his 
appointment at Illinois, Professor Keene taught at all levels, including building nationally recognized programs at East Texas State 
University (now Texas A and M-Commerce) and at The University of Arizona.  

In 2002, Professor Keene was named Honorary Life Member of the Texas Bandmasters Association, becoming only the sixth person 
to be so honored in the 55-year history of that organization. He is in constant demand as conductor, clinician, and adjudicator and 
has appeared in those capacities in 44 states and on five continents. In 2008-09, Professor Keene is scheduled to conduct in 
Australia, China, and Europe, in addition to a busy schedule of appearances in the United States. 
 
 
 



Timothy Salzman  

Timothy Salzman is a Ruth Sutton Waters Endowed Professor at the University of Washington, where he serves as conductor of the 
UW Wind Ensemble and administers the concert band program. He also teaches students enrolled in the undergraduate and 
graduate instrumental conducting program.  
Salzman previously served as Director of Bands at Montana State University, where he founded the MSU Wind Ensemble. From 1978 
to 1983 he was band director in the Herscher, Illinois public school system, during which time the band program received several 
regional and national awards in solo/ensemble, concert and marching band competition.  
 
Salzman holds degrees from Wheaton College (bachelor of music education), and Northern Illinois University (master of music in low 
brass performance), and has studied privately with Arnold Jacobs, former tubist of the Chicago Symphony Orchestra. He has 
numerous publications for bands with C. L. Barnhouse, Arranger's Publications, Columbia Pictures, and Hal Leonard publishing 
companies, and has served on the staff of new music reviews for The Instrumentalist magazine. Salzman is a national artist/clinician 
for the Yamaha Corporation of America and has been a conductor, adjudicator, or arranger for bands in over 35 states, Canada, 
England, Japan, South Korea, Indonesia, Thailand, and Russia. In autumn 1997 he was Visiting Professor at the Senzoku Gakuen Uozu 
School of Music in Uozu, Japan.  
 
He is compiling editor and co-author, with several current and former UW students, of A Composer's Insight: Thoughts, Analysis and 
Commentary on Contemporary Masterpieces for Wind Band, a new series of books on contemporary wind band composers 
published by Meredith Music Publications, a subsidiary of the Hal Leonard Corporation.  
 
 
 

Alfred Watkins   
Mr. Alfred Watkins has been the Director of Bands at Lassiter since 1982. He has established a fine reputation as an adjudicator, 
clinician and guest conductor throughout the United States. Under his leadership, the Lassiter Band has grown from its original 78 
members to its present size of 350 music students. The program now includes five symphonic bands, two separate marching bands, 
a jazz band and numerous performing chamber ensembles.  

Mr. Watkins, a native of Jackson, Georgia, received his Bachelor of Music Education degree from Florida A&M University, with 
honors in 1976 where he was a conducting student of Dr. William P. Foster and Dr. Julian E. White. Prior to his arrival at Lassiter, he 
served for six years as Director of Bands at Murphy High School in the Atlanta Public School System. While at Murphy, his symphonic 
bands earned consistent superior ratings in Grade VI. As much a teacher as he is a musician, Mr. Watkins was named "Teacher of the 
Year" in 1978 and Star Teacher in 1982, 1983, 1989, 1994 and l997.  

Under Mr. Watkins' leadership, the Lassiter Marching Band has performed for the following: President Ronald Reagan (twice), 1984 
World's Fair, 1986 and 1995 King Orange Jamboree Parade, the 1988 Tournament of Roses Parade, and will perform in the 1997 
Citrus Bowl Parade. The band was featured in the full length motion picture, "The Leader of the Band," starring Steve Landesberg. 
The marching band placed 5th in the 1990 Bands of America Grand National Championships and third place in 1994. In the 1994 BOA 
National Championships, the band earned the Esprit de Corps Award and earned first place honors in Musical Performance.  

The Lassiter Symphonic Band Program has also acquired a fine reputation of musical excellence while under Mr. Watkins' direction. 
Previously organized into four symphonic bands, the program has entered 54 symphonic bands into district festival since the 
school's inception in 1981. In March 1987, all four symphonic bands earned superior ratings in Grade III, IV, V, and VI. The upper two 
bands perform Grade VI Literature while bands three and four perform Grades IV and III, respectively. They have performed for the 
1986 Georgia Music Educators Association In-Service Conference, 1988 National Band Association Biennial Conference, and in 
concert symposiums on the campuses of the University of Southern Mississippi, the University of Georgia, Florida State University 
and the University of South Carolina. In 1989, the Symphonic Band earned the prestigious Sudler Flag of Honor, presented by the 
John Philip Sousa Foundation and later that same year performed at the Mid-West International Band and Orchestra Clinic. The 
Symphonic Band received a second invitation to Mid-West in 1996 and performed at the inaugural Atlanta International Band and 
Orchestra Clinic that same year.  

Mr. Watkins is a member of Kappa Kappa Psi Band Fraternity, Phi Beta Mu, National Band Association, Black Music Caucus, Music 
Educators National Conference and World Association for Symphonic Bands and Ensembles. He is on the Band Selection Committee 
of the John Philip Sousa Foundation. In 1987, Mr. Watkins was inducted as a charter member into the Florida A&M Gallery of 
Distinguished Alumni. Mr. Watkins has served on the Educational Advisory Board of Bands of America. He currently serves as an 
adjudicator for Drum Corp International (DCI) and Bands of America. In 1996, Mr. Watkins was an Associate Director for the Atlanta 
Olympic Marching Band that performed in the Opening and Closing Ceremonies of the Centennial Olympic Games in Atlanta. He is 
married with two sons, Christopher and Jonathan. Alfred Watkins is a YAMAHA Clinician.
